e Minimum Eligibility for admission:

The candidate who wishes to take admission Under Graduate Programme he
must pass Intermediate or equivalent examination from a recognized Board/
Institution including Madrasa Board of all states with minimum 45 percentage marks
for General / OBCcandidates and 40% for SC/ST candidates or equivalent grade.
